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LONGWEIS Weimaraner Long Hair 
&  Hairy Cherubs Dog Grooming
· Good coat and health starts from within, ensure your dog is fed a good quality balanced diet to obtain optimum health and a great coat to work with. 

· Diet enhancement is all about a matter of opinion, I personally like to add a tablespoon of apple cider vinegar and a tablespoon of cod liver oil to my dog’s diet everyday.

· Wash your Weimaraner Long Hair in a quality non greasy shampoo and conditioner, rinse well. I use Plush Puppy (PP) dog shampoo range called ‘Natural all Purpose Shampoo with henna’. In a Conditioner I use PP ‘Natural Silk Protein Conditioner’. When I have towel dried the dogs I then use PP ‘Reviva coat leave in conditioning foam’ for dogs. (This is especially helpful as my dogs are on property and constantly in the dam and rolling around in mud most days!) If I am grooming for a show I won’t use the foam, I will spray on the wet coat PP ‘Shine & Comb coat finish’. I am a fan of PP as you can see, mainly because it works for me and the range is particularly helpful with working dogs coats and the damage that can be done to them in outdoor activity. If your dogs coat is in need of rescue, there is a conditioner I have used once or twice called PP ‘Coat rescue’-and it certainly does just that! For in between washes dilute some conditioner & water in a spray bottle and massage some of this into dry coats. 
· After your dog is fully dried  you can put a silk jacket over the dog, this will add shine and settle all the fluffy hair down, on hot days pop this jacket on a wet dog, take off after and hour or so and hey presto! You can leave this on the morning of the show too, which settles wispy, fly away hair.
· Trim nails and clean ears as normal

· The ‘Mars Coat King’ is always handy with dry or dead coat. Work in long stripping motion grooming from neck to tail to remove any dry wispy or dead hair. 
· Pull hair up through toes and trim feet to a tidy fashion, no daggy hairy bits around feet. Trim under pads so that they can attain grip whilst showing. This should always be a part of your weekly/monthly regime. Regular feet maintenance can avoid grass seeds causing irritating problems. 
· Trim hocks to a nice straight right angle, this will accentuate your dogs turn of stifle and give them a nice clean leg outline
· Use a stripping knife or ‘Mars Coat King’ on ears & neck to give a sleek slender look. 

· Don’t go overboard with grooming, we don’t want ‘swan’ like necks, remember we are the coated variety. Overseas judges see far less grooming than ever, they usually see more dogs in their raw state. So don’t ever over do it, moderation is the key. Take away the shaggy’s, accentuate the good points and leave your Long Hairs looking groomed but natural. 
Weimaraner Long Hairs should always look just like a Weimaraner, but with hair!
